LIVING LANDSCAPES BETWEEN THE CITY AND THE COUNTRYSIDE (I)

Ecological Itineraries Network and Green Infrastructure in the Upland Ring

The workshop will focus on the study of con•nuous func•onal landscapes and the poten•ality of physical and 
ecological connec•vity networks to improve transi•on areas between ci•es and the surrounding countryside. 

Students will carry out a rela•onal analysis between ecological and landscape connec•vity func•onal networks 
within the Highland Ring and the Network of Green I•neraries of the Province of Alava. To do this, students will 
work in groups distributed in three areas of special interest and sec•ons will be chosen in accordance with their 
landscape characteris•cs.

Coherent with the sustainability criteria promoted by the European Territorial Strategy and especially by the 
European Landscape Agreement, the objec•ves to be de•ned will be as follows:
- IMPROVEMENT OBJECTIVES of the network within its landscape units.
- OVERALL MANAGEMENT OBJECTIVES that guarantee its consolida•on as a social integra•on and regional and 
local economic development project.

In order to achieve these objec•ves, the following aspects must be analysed:
- THE NATURE AND DYNAMICS OF THE LANDSCAPE UNITS that form part of and contain the routes or i•nera-
ries.
- THE PHYSICAL CONNECTIVITY of the i•neraries as con•nuous linear elements of the landscape. A study will be 
made of physical, ecological and visual fragmenta•on, including an analysis of the transi•ons between the most 
urban or ar••cial environments and the most naturalis•c. 
- INTEGRATION of the network in the natural, social, historical and cultural context of environments of which it 
forms part.

The strategies and ac•ons required to meet the aforemen•oned objec•ves will be de•ned. These must also, 
logically, be integrated in urban planning work and used as guidelines for the dra!ing of landscape plans and pro-
jects. Lastly, speci•c proposals will be prepared as a design and management skill that can be used as a prac•cal 
examples of the criteria developed.
